Swiss tenor Fabio Trimpy graduated in English language and literature at Zrich
University and in singing at the local Conservatory, before moving to Amsterdam
to study with Margreet Honig. He subsequently joined the Opera Studio
Nederland and in 2007 was awarded the Prix des Amis du Festival d’Art Lyrigue
in Aix-en-Provence.

For Opernhaus Zlrich his roles have included Telemaco/Il ritorno d'Ulisse in
patria, Oronte/Alcina, alongside Cecilia Bartoli, and Steuermann/Der Fliegende
Hollénder.

Elsewhere, he has sung Tamino/Die Zauberfléte at the Spoleto Festival in the US,
Camille/Die lustige Witwe at the Opéra national de Lorraine in Nancy, Fenton/
Falstaff at Opera Zuid, Aleya/House from the Dead staged by Calixto Bieito at
Theater Basel, Pane/La Calisto at the Grand Théatre de Geneve, where he also
gave his role debut as Fritz in Offenbach’s La Grande-duchesse de Gerolstein

last season. Most recently, he appeared in Sasha Waltz’ production of
Monteverdi’s Orfeo at Bergen Festival and Berlin State Opera, conducted by Pablo
Heras-Casado, due to be presented at Lille Opera later this year.

A regular guest with the Orchestra of the 18th Century, recent and future
projects include Evangelist in Bach’s St John Passion and tenor arias in the St
Matthew Passion, Haydn’s Creation and Basilio and Don Curzio/Le Nozze di Figaro
on tour in autumn 2015.

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Sinfonieorchester Kdln and Kurt Weill’s Berliner Requiem with the Tonhalle
Orchester Zurich under David Zinman and Bach’s Christmas Oratorio with the
Zuricher Kammerorchester and the Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra.
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
